(1) Cut the rubber sheet according to the dimensions of the attachment surface of the brackets A and B
respectively, and put each cut rubber sheet on the surface.

(2) Temporarily assemble the brackets A and B to the ladder main unit.

(3) Put the anti—slip tapes on the steps of the ladder main unit.
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2. How to install

(1) Place the brackets A on the upper part of the tailgate (on the hinge side) and the bracket B on the
lower part. Adjust the mounting position of each bracket so that the ladder main unit is perpendicular to
the ground when viewed from the rear of the vehicle.

Place the right side of the bracket A on the end point of level section. See the figure below.
